 In our fast -paced world, the season of Lent seems to go against our 

societyõs propensity for multitasking, taking quick lunches and keeping 

tight schedules.  Lent asks us as Christians to take the time to focus our 

attention c ompletely on the one task at hand when we are in prayer.  Lent 

calls us not to òchow downó on Scripture in a rush, but to òread, mark, 

learn and inwardly digestó what God has to say to us 

through his work and through his Son, Jesus.  Our time, 

says Lent, i s a gift to be used to the glory of God, not an 

allotment of minutes to be hurriedly used up without 

much thought.  

      The 40 days of Lent are a time of self -denial and 

preparation, patterned after Jesusõ retreat into the 

wilderness before his 3 -year min istry.  Lent begins with 

Ash Wednesday and ends with Holy Week.  

      Lent is the Churchõs òspringtime.ó  Out of the 

darkness of sinõs winter emerges a people ð the Church ð reborn in their 

Lordõs resurrection.   

      You are encouraged to òslow it downó and spend some quality time 

contemplating the suffering, death and resurrection of Christ.
